Founded in 1978, Mercy Ships is a global charity that provides free medical
services to the poor through its hospital ship, the Africa Mercy. The ship is
staffed by volunteers representing over 35 nations. The medical personnel
onboard perform a wide range of medical and dental procedures for
impoverished communities like tumor removal, treatment of childbirth injuries
and tooth extraction. The organization's work doesn’t stop at direct patient
care. Mercy Ships provides medical training and mentoring, community health

Goal

The Africa Mercy had multiple UPS systems supporting interconnected
equipment. This resulted in disorderly shutdowns during power problems.
